  A man stole over Rs 80,000 in cash 

from a diagnostic centre in Sector 52 
late on April 21, after entering the 
premises with his face covered.

The incident took place around 11.30pm 
at Orbit Imaging and Pathlab. In her 
complaint, centre manager Aditi 
Sharma said the accused entered 
through the back gate and reached the 
reception area. CCTV footage showed 
him wearing a black shirt, blue jeans 
and a red cap, with his face covered. 
Police said the unidentified man 
appeared to be aware of the location of 
the cash drawer keys, from where Rs 
80,695 was taken.

At the time, the centre was unattended. 
The keys to the cash drawer were left 
at their usual place. An employee 
staying at the facility, Priyanshu 
Sharma, had stepped out to buy dinner 
with another employee, while the 
receptionist had left earlier around 
10pm.

Based on a complaint filed on April 22, a 
case was registered under the BNS 
section for theft at Sector 53 police 
station. Police said the possibility of 
the involvement of insiders is also 
being examined.In a separate incident, 
a man reported the loss of a bag 
containing gold items, a safe key and 
documents during a bus journey.

Vedraj, a resident of Fazalwas village in 
Pachgaon, told police that the incident 
occurred on April 18 while he was 
travelling on a crowded bus. He said 
he had kept his bag inside the vehicle, 
but as the vehicle became crowded, 
the bag went missing. He realised the 
loss just before getting off at his stop

Roads under water; trees & poles 
uprooted: Cities on knees again

Noida/Ghaziabad. The showers that started Friday 
and continued on Sunday has led to heavy 
waterlogging in Noida and Ghaziabad.

A park for children in Noida Sector 51 has turned into 
a shallow pool, while parks and green belts in 
sectors 119, 12, 30, 120, etc., also remained out of 
bounds due to flooding.Low-lying areas, like 
Botanical Garden Metro station in Noida and Jagat 
Farm Market in Greater Noida, are under at least 
two feet of water. Meanwhile, residents reported 
flooded roads and basements in Noida sectors 22, 
30, 36, 51, 62, 71, 104, 105, 72, 117, 122, 99, 
etc.The picture is similar in Ghaziabad, with Abhay 
Khand, Loni, and Muradnagar facing waterlogging.

Late on Sunday, following reports of 12 people stuck 
in Tronica City due to heavy waterlogging, a team 
of Ghaziabad NDRF carried out a rescue operation. 
Considering a warning of heavy rain ahead, NDRF 
teams are on high alert for emergency response in 
Noida and Ghaziabad.Residents blamed the 
authorities for not taking adequate measures to 
check flooding.“The Noida Authority failed to 
prepare for the monsoon in advance. All its claims 
have fallen flat. In Sector 51, people are wading 
through one-and-a-half feet to two feet of water. 
The Sunday showers also left houses and basements 
flooded.

Investor conned of  5cr in fake 
real estate projects; 2 
directors held

Gurgaon.(Agency)
A businessman was defrauded of over ?5 crore after being 

lured into investing in fake real estate projects through 
forged documents and false promises of selling rights. 
Two key accused have been arrested.

“Acting on leads, the accused — Ashok Chaudhary (60), 
of Gautam Nagar, Delhi, and Chandrakant Chaudhary 
(40), of Brij Vihar, Ghaziabad — were arrested 
Thursday from their company office in Sector 62, 
Noida,” said police spokesperson Sandeep Turan.

According to a complaint filed April 15 by Umed Singh, 
the accused — directors of CKC Infra Private Limited 
— along with associates, gained his trust and induced 
him to invest at different times in land linked to Aparna 
Ashram Silokhera and a project in Vaishali.

Despite receiving payments, they executed no valid 
agreements, initiated no development work and 
delivered no selling rights. The complainant later 
discovered the land was disputed and under govt 
possession.The ashram was previously run by 
Dhirendra Brahamachari, yoga teacher to former Prime 
Minister Indira Gandhi. The land spans roughly 30 acres, 
valued at around ?3,000 crore at present, police said.

Police said the accused collected approximately ?1 crore 
for the ashram project and ?4.5 crore for the Vaishali 
project. About ?1 crore was transferred to the company’s 
bank account and subsequently distributed among them.

A case was registered at Sector 40 police station and taken 
up by Economic Offences Wing 1. The accused 
reportedly have over 30 years of real estate experience 
and have built several commercial and housing projects.

Haryana Boards: Nuh leads cheating 
list as state reports 441 cases

Noida.(Agency)
The city recorded a sharp improvement in road safety in 

the first quarter of 2026, even as Ghaziabad moved in 
the opposite direction — with more accidents, deaths 
and injuries than the same period last year, according to 
district-wise data released by the UP transport 
department on Thursday.

In Noida, road accident deaths decreased by 13.2% — 
from 121 to 105 — between Jan and March. Accidents 
dropped sharply by 23%, from 300 to 231, while the 
number of injured fell 17.4%, from 219 to 181.

In Ghaziabad, road accident deaths rose 16.7% — from 
90 in Jan-March 2025 to 105 in the same period in 2026. 
Accidents climbed 1.6%, from 248 to 252, over the 
same period. The only silver lining was a 4.3% decline 
in the number of injured persons, from 188 to 180.

GB Nagar ARTO (enforcement) Udit Narayan attributed 
Noida’s gains to sustained awareness and enforcement 
drives. “We conducted awareness and enforcement 
drives due to which road accidents and related deaths 
dropped this year compared to the previous year. We are 
further expediting enforcement to cut fatalities by 50% 
as decided by the govt,” he said.The data was shared as 
part of a broader push by the UP transport department, 
which asked all regional transport officials to prepare 
fresh action plans to reduce road accident deaths. The 
measures include better road engineering, faster 
accident response, improved trauma care within the 
golden hour, stricter enforcement and wider public 
awareness.Deputy transport commissioner Mayank 
Jyoti, in a letter to transport officials across UP, said the 
state road safety council set a target last year to reduce 
road accidents and fatalities by 50%. “The district-level 
committees have been directed to prepare a fresh action 
plan and undertake all possible efforts — improved 
road engineering, rapid response to accidents and better 
trauma care within the golden hour — to achieve at least 
a 50% reduction in deaths from road accidents 
compared to the previous year,” he said.

Students of the first MBBS batch at ESIC Medical College 

have gone on a strike over inadequate infrastructure and 
the lack of basic facilities on campus. They alleged that 
non-AC lecture halls, amid temperatures of around 40 
degrees Celsius, have made learning conditions 
unbearable. They also pointed out the absence of basic 
amenities such as drinking water and equipment in the 
laboratories.“It feels like the college has been opened in 
a hurry without ensuring the essential arrangements,” 
said a student. The entire class strength of 50 students 
have launched the protest.One of the students said the 
lecture halls aren’t air-conditioned and there are only 
five to six wall fans that barely function. “We started our 
classes in Sept and did not feel the heat until summer 
commenced. Now, in April, when the temperature is 
above 40 degrees Celsius, it has become suffocating for 
us. We start feeling dizzy and claustrophobic within an 
hour,” she said. “Sitting continuously for seven to eight 
hours in such conditions is simply not possible. Some of 
us have even felt on the verge of fainting during 
lectures.”Students also pointed to the absence of clean 
drinking water facilities on campus, calling it a basic 
necessity that has been overlooked. “We have to buy 
water from outside every day. It costs at least Rs 100 
daily. This is something that should be provided in any 
educational institution, especially a medical college,” 
another student said.

Concerns have also been raised over the lack of proper 
equipment in physiology and biochemistry laboratories, 
which are crucial for first-year medical training. “Our 
practical learning is getting affected. We are being 
taught theoretically, but without functioning labs, it 
defeats the purpose of a medical education,” a student 
added.Some students regret choosing the college for 
their undergraduate education. “We pay Rs 1.25 lakh per 
year, which makes it one of the costliest government 
medical colleges in Uttar Pradesh. I chose this college 
over other options because it is in Noida and was 
expected to have better facilities,” said a student. “But 
the reality is completely different. It feels like we made 
the wrong choice.”

With BTech fourth-semester 
examinations due to begin on 
May 12, computer science 
students have been left to prepare 
for core engineering papers 
through YouTube videos and 
online tutorials because, they 
alleged, no classes were held for 
key subjects.

Students said the semester began in 
Jan, but signals and systems, 
m i c r o p r o c e s s o r s  a n d  
microcontrollers, and information theory 
and coding remained untaught subjects. 
As a result, nearly 200 students are now 
headed towards final exams without 
formal classroom instruction in these 
technical papers.

“Now that the datesheet is out and exams 

are scheduled from May 12, we are being 
told to study from YouTube or other 
online sources. It’s impossible to finish 

an entire semester’s technical syllabus in 
a few days,” a student told , requesting 
not to be identified.

Another student said, “We have six subjects 
this semester. In one, there is no teacher at 
all, and two other subjects are linked to 
other classes where, too, teachers are 
unavailable. So, in three out of six 

subjects, no one is teaching us. Our 
seniors faced the same issue, but it was 
never resolved. First-year students are 

not facing this, but second-year 
students are.”

They said complaints were already 
raised with dean SS Tyagi and 
a n o t h e r  p r o f e s s o r ,  S u m i t  
Chaudhary, but no lasting solution 
followed. The students claimed they 
w e r e  t o l d  t h o s e  s t u d y i n g  
engineering should be able to 
“manage” on their own and that the 
syllabus might be covered in two or 
three “emergency classes”.

The university, however, rejected the 
allegations. A spokesperson called 
the students’ claims “false and 
misleading” and said the academic 

schedule had been followed. According 
to the university representative, one 
regular faculty member was unable to 
teach because of severe typhoid, and that 
a new teacher, Sumit, had now been 
appointed to complete the remaining 
syllabus.

Waiting for son to take them home, elderly 
couple mowed down in Gurgaon

take Rs 5L loan after changing phone number

Gurgaon.(Agency)
Around five acres of forest land in 

Mangar village in the Aravalis caught 
fire on Monday, with flames spreading 
rapidly through dense lantana 
undergrowth — the same patch 
ravaged by a major blaze last year.

The incident once again exposed chronic 
f i r e  vu lne rab i l i t y  and  weak  
preparedness in one of the region’s 
most ecologically fragile stretches.

The fire started around 3pm. Forest 
department officials and a fire brigade 
team were deployed as flames swept 
through dry scrub and thorn forest, 
fuelled by parched vegetation, 
summer heat and invasive lantana — a 
species ecologists have repeatedly 
flagged as a major fire accelerant in the 
Aravalis. “It took around two-and-a-
half hours to douse the fire,” a forest 
official said.

Containment was difficult due to rugged 
terrain and poor accessibility. The fire 
brigade struggled because of 
insufficient pipe length to reach deep 
forest pockets where flames continued 
to spread through thick undergrowth. 
“We had around four to five forest staff 
members on the ground to control the 
fire,” an official said. “Invasive 
species like lantana create a highly 
inflammable environment, making it 
difficult to control fires once they 
start.”

The affected area falls under Sections 4 
and 5 of the Punjab Land Preservation 
Act.

Ecologist Sunil Harsana, who was 
present at the site, said recurring fires 
were becoming harder to tackle due to 
inadequate manpower and delayed 
response systems. “The department 
needs dedicated fire protection 
watchers. We will be able to respond 
much better,” he said.Harsana also 
flagged logistical gaps. “When the fire 
brigade is called, it can take close to an 
hour. If the vehicle runs out of water, it 
has to travel again for refilling.” He 
recommended installing a borewell 
near Pali police station to allow 
firefighting vehicles to refill locally 
and save crucial time.

Roads under water; trees & poles 
uprooted: Cities on knees again

Noida/Ghaziabad. The showers that started Friday 
and continued on Sunday has led to heavy 
waterlogging in Noida and Ghaziabad.

A park for children in Noida Sector 51 has turned into 
a shallow pool, while parks and green belts in 
sectors 119, 12, 30, 120, etc., also remained out of 
bounds due to flooding.Low-lying areas, like 
Botanical Garden Metro station in Noida and Jagat 
Farm Market in Greater Noida, are under at least 
two feet of water. Meanwhile, residents reported 
flooded roads and basements in Noida sectors 22, 
30, 36, 51, 62, 71, 104, 105, 72, 117, 122, 99, 
etc.The picture is similar in Ghaziabad, with Abhay 
Khand, Loni, and Muradnagar facing waterlogging.

Late on Sunday, following reports of 12 people stuck 
in Tronica City due to heavy waterlogging, a team 
of Ghaziabad NDRF carried out a rescue operation. 
Considering a warning of heavy rain ahead, NDRF 
teams are on high alert for emergency response in 
Noida and Ghaziabad.Residents blamed the 
authorities for not taking adequate measures to 
check flooding.“The Noida Authority failed to 
prepare for the monsoon in advance. All its claims 
have fallen flat. In Sector 51, people are wading 
through one-and-a-half feet to two feet of water. 
The Sunday showers also left houses and basements 
flooded.

Truck crashes into crane on 
NH-8, operator dies

Gurgaon.(Agency)
 A 20-year-old crane operator died on Sunday, days after 

a truck rammed into his vehicle on the Delhi-Jaipur 
Highway (NH-8) near Narsinghpur.

The accident took place on the evening of April 19 
within the Sadar police station limits.

The deceased, Avdhesh Kumar, a native of UP’s Etah, 
was driving a crane from Hero Honda Chowk towards 
Kherki Daula when a speeding truck collided with the 
vehicle from behind. The impact caused the crane to 
overturn, trapping him underneath.

Passers-by pulled him out and rushed him to a nearby 
private hospital, where he remained in critical 
condition. “Despite treatment for seven days, he 
succumbed to his injuries on Sunday morning,” an 
officer said.

Avdhesh was living with his cousin, Raghav Jadoun, at 
Saraswati Enclave in Sector 10. Both worked as crane 
operators in the city.

Following the incident, Raghav filed a complaint with 
the police. Based on his statement, an FIR was 
registered against an unidentified truck driver under 
sections 281 (rash driving) and 106 (death by 
negligence) of BNS at Sadar police station.

Police said CCTV footage from the area has been 
scanned, and the truck involved has been identified. 
“A notice will be issued to the vehicle owner, directing 
him to produce the driver for questioning. Further 
action in the case will follow after the driver is 
apprehended,” the officer said.

An elderly couple waiting by the roadside 

for their son to take them home were 
mowed down in front of him when an 
SUV swerved towards the edge of the 
road and ran them over near Sidhrawali 
bus stand on Saturday evening.

Man Singh (62) and his wife, Shakuntala 
Devi (61), residents of Budhka village, 
had travelled to Panchkula on April 24 for 
a family function — a traditional kuan 
pujan ceremony for a relative’s grandson. 
After attending it, they were returning 
home when the accident took place.

Their son, Sanjay Nehra — a student — told 
police he had spoken to his mother at 
7.57pm.

The case was registered at Cyber Crime 
police station in Manesar on Dec 11, 
2025, after the complainant alleged that 
the amount had been debited on Dec 6. 
When he approached the bank, he learnt 
that the mobile number linked to his 
account had been changed and a loan 
had already been processed in his name.

Police said the fraud was executed in 
stages. Mohammad Asif (36), who had 
worked as a sales executive at an Axis 
Bank branch in the city before resigning 
in Nov 2025 and joining Paytm, 

allegedly accessed banking records and 
identified accounts carrying pre-
approved loan offers. He then shared 
customer IDs, phone numbers and other 
sensitive details with his elder brother, 
Mohammad Ali (37), a deputy manager 
at a private bank’s Delhi branch, who is 
suspected to be the mastermind.

Using those details, the accused and their 
associates allegedly forged signatures, 
practised them and went to the bank 
posing as genuine account holders. “By 
giving the correct customer ID, they 
gained the confidence of bank officials 
and got the registered mobile number 
changed,” an officer said. Once the 
number was changed, they used internet 
banking access to take the loan.

Since the mobile number was changed, the 
victim did not get any message from the 
bank.Police said Mohammad Hashim 
(32), a Faridabad resident known to Ali, 
was part of the operation. “After Asif 

accessed the confidential information 
and a SIM was procured, Hashim and 
another associate went to the bank,” an 
officer said. The associate has not yet 
been identified. Hashim was arrested on 
Jan 30 and taken on three-day police 
remand.

A few days later, police arrested 
Puranchand (58), who was allegedly 
promised Rs 5,000 to procure SIM cards 
in his name.

The money trail, police said, led to fake 
bank accounts before being routed 
through multiple accounts in other 
states.

An FIR has been registered under charges 
of cheating, forgery, personation, 
criminal conspiracy and provisions of 
the Information Technology Act. Four 
accused have been arrested so far. Police 
said all banks concerned will be 
contacted to assess the wider scale of the 
fraud.

Another student said, “We have six subjects 
this semester. In one, there is no teacher at 
all, and two other subjects are linked to 
other classes where, too, teachers are 
unavailable. So, in three out of six 

subjects, no one is teaching us. Our 
seniors faced the same issue, but it was 
never resolved. First-year students are 

not facing this, but second-year 
students are.”

They said complaints were already 
raised with dean SS Tyagi and 
a n o t h e r  p r o f e s s o r ,  S u m i t  
Chaudhary, but no lasting solution 
followed. The students claimed they 
w e r e  t o l d  t h o s e  s t u d y i n g  
engineering should be able to 
“manage” on their own and that the 
syllabus might be covered in two or 
three “emergency classes”.

“We had around four to five forest staff 
members on the ground to control the 
fire,” an official said. “Invasive 
species like lantana create a highly 
inflammable environment, making it 
difficult to control fires once they 
start.”

Ecologist Sunil Harsana, who was 
present at the site, said recurring fires 
were becoming harder to tackle due to 
inadequate manpower and delayed 
response systems. “The department 
needs dedicated fire protection 
watchers. We will be able to respond 
much better,” he said.Harsana also 
flagged logistical gaps. “When the fire 
brigade is called, it can take close to an 
hour. If the vehicle runs out of water, it 
has to travel again for refilling.” He 
recommended installing a borewell 
near Pali police station to allow 
firefighting vehicles to refill locally 
and save crucial time.

Residents of a few towers in ATS One 

Hamlet, a residential society in Sector 
104, have complained of noise and air 
pollution from a sewage treatment plant 
(STP) located on the premises of the 
Maharshi Mahesh Yogi Ashram Trust, 
adjoining the society.

In a complaint submitted to the chief 
minister’s office on March 16, the 
apartment owners’ association (AOA) 
alleged that the STP, located on the plot 
adjacent to the society’s residential 
towers 2, 3 and 4, was discharging 
untreated or  par t ia l ly  t reated 
wastewater into the open, which flows 

into the green belt and accumulates in 
the form of stagnant pools.“The 
discharged water is black, frothy and 
emits a strong odour,” the letter reads, 
seeking inspection by concerned 
authorities and immediate remedial 
steps.

Talking to TOI, the AOA president 
Sanjeev Varma said that if the water 
spilling from the STP is treated water, it 
should have been reused in accordance 
with pollution control norms instead of 
being allowed to flow in the open. He 
added that repeated attempts to raise the 
issue with the ashram authorities did 
not yield any resolution.

The citywide anti-encroachment drive of Haryana 

Shahari Vikas Pradhikaran (HSVP), scheduled to 
begin Monday, has been put on hold.

The decision comes as the Punjab and Haryana High 
Court continues to hear a petition concerning the 
stilt-plus-four-floor construction policy — an issue 
closely linked to multiple encroachment cases. 
Although the court on Monday refused to halt 
demolitions in the city, HSVP officials said the 
drive will begin only after receiving clear 
directions from the bench.

A senior HSVP official, requesting anonymity, 
confirmed the deferment. “The drive has been put 
on hold as the matter is under consideration of the 
High Court. We are awaiting clear directions before 
initiating action,” the official said.

The demolition action was to be carried out in a 
phased manner, similar to the exercise conducted 
by Department of Town and Country Planning 
(DTCP) in private developer colonies. The drives 
aim to clear the right of way (RoW) by removing 
illegal extensions — including kitchen gardens, 
extended ramps, flower pots on public land, 
temporary kiosks, rehris, carts and other 
obstructions.

HSVP had earlier appealed to residents to voluntarily 
remove such structures, warning that bulldozer 
action would otherwise follow, and had prepared a 
detailed sector-wise schedule for the operation, 
citing the need to ensure smooth pedestrian 
movement, emergency access and road safety.

DTCP’s enforcement wing removed over 7,500 
encroachments from more than 15 colonies during 
a five-day drive that concluded on April 22, 
following the High Court’s stay on the stilt-plus-
four-floor policy and subsequent govt directions to 
clear right-of-way violations.

The US vowed to choke the Strait of Hormuz after Iran 

refused to bend, but the results 
so far have exposed the limits 
of naval power in one of the 
world's busiest maritime
corridors. The US Navy,
deployed east of the Strait in 
the Gulf of Oman to monitor 
and restrict traffic entering or 
leaving the passage, has not 
been able to make the
blockade airtight. Dozens of 
tankers have reportedly
continued to slip through. 
There is also a route many observers have pointed to that 
could allow ships to sail directly from Iran's Kharg Island 
to Mumbai.The latest example of an Indian ship crossing 
the strait is the vessel Desh Garima. Two Indian vessels — 

Jag Arnav and Sanmar Herald — came under Iranian fire 
along the tense route, but Desh Garima crossed the strait on 

the same day, and docked in Mumbai 
last Wednesday. The tanker carried 
97,000 metric tonnes of crude oil 
from Ras Laffan in Qatar. Not just 
Desh Garima, over 30 other tankers 
have reportedly passed through the 
Strait of Hormuz since the US's 
blockade began on April 13. There is 
chatter about multiple non-Indian 
ships that have headed from Iran to 
India, though there has been no 
confirmation or denial either from 
Tehran or New Delhi.

"At least 34 tankers with links to Iran have bypassed the US 
blockade since it began," reported The Financial Times 
recently in an article in which it tracked dozens of ships 
coming out and going into the Persian Gulf.

Will break your legs: Delhi cloud kitchen 
owner vs cops over bribe claims

New Delhi.(Agency)
A 24/7 cloud kitchen in Delhi’s Vasant Kunj 

has alleged that police officers threatened to 
break workers’ legs if the outlet remained 
open after 10 pm and later demanded 
“setting” to allow operations to continue. 
However, the Delhi Police denied any 
misconduct or wrongful intent on the part of 
its officers.Glisco Kitchens owner
Gagandeep Singh Sapra said that despite 
repeated attempts to seek clarity from the 
Delhi Police following an alleged shutdown 
warning during the intervening night of 
Sunday and Monday, he eventually managed 
to establish contact.

However, he claimed the officers sent to assist 
were the same personnel who had earlier 
issued the threat.

“Called 112. They say -- ‘we will send someone 
to help you,’ but the people they send are the 
same people who told us, ‘Taange tod doonga 
teri,’” Sapra wrote in a series of posts detailing 

the alleged harassment.He further alleged that 
officers told him the kitchen’s complaint 
would not be registered and that the only way 
to continue operations was through informal 
payments.“The beat officers who came in the 
PCR gave a simple answer: ‘Aap apni setting 
kar lo jo dena hota hai mahine ka do,’” he 
claimed.

Responding to Gagandeep's tweets, the Delhi 
Police took to X and dismissed the bribery 
allegations, saying, "It is further clarified that 

no misconduct or wrongful intent on the part 
of police personnel has been found."

The Delhi Police added that Gagandeep may 
file a detailed complaint along with
supporting evidence so that the Vigilance 
Department can investigate the matter.

In his post, Gagandeep had alleged that the 
officers who visited him said the cloud 
kitchen’s complaint would not be accepted 
and that the only way to resolve the matter 
was by paying bribes.“The beat officers who 
came in the PCR gave a simple answer: ‘Aap 
apni setting kar lo, hum kuch nahin kar sakte, 
hum chithi bhi nahin lenge aur complaint bhi 
nahin lenge. Aap apni setting karo, jo dena 
hota hai mahine ka do,’” Sapra wrote in the 
thread.In the initial complaint sent by
Harpreet Kaur Sapra on April 27, which was 
allegedly not registered, she said that a few 
individuals wearing Delhi Police uniforms 
entered their kitchen during service hours at 
around 2:30 am and asked them.

New Delhi.(Agency)
The Supreme Court on Monday ruled that the 

Deer Park in south Delhi can continue to 
function as a "mini zoo" only with the 
approval of the Central Zoo Authority (CZA) 
and with a sharply reduced deer population 
capped at 38. The order paves the way for 
relocating the remaining deer to two tiger 
reserves in Rajasthan.

A bench of Justices Vikram Nath and Sandeep 
Mehta said the retention of up to 38 deer at the 
AN Jha Deer Park would be allowed strictly 
subject to necessary approvals from the CZA, 
as recommended by the Central Empowered 
Committee (CEC).

The court also directed the Delhi Development 
Authority (DDA) to upgrade infrastructure, 
logistics, and trained manpower for managing 
the reduced population. It specified that the 
retained deer must have an optimal sex ratio of 
15 males to 23 females.

The bench emphasised that the 10-acre park 
must continue to be maintained as a "protected 
forest", adding that its status must not be 
altered under any circumstances in the future.

The directions came while hearing a plea filed 
by NGO New Delhi Nature Society, which had 
objected to shifting deer from the park to 
Rajasthan's Ramgarh Vishdhari Tiger Reserve 
and Mukundara Hills Tiger Reserve. So far, 
260 deer have already been relocated.

The court had earlier tasked the CEC with 
inspecting the park and the relocation sites. 
The committee backed the translocation, 
noting that the park lacks the capacity to 
sustain a large deer population.

Highlighting animal welfare concerns, the 
bench observed that deer, being wildlife, 
should not be confined to restrictive
enclosures except in exceptional and legally 
justified circumstances.

The CEC also pointed out that the CZA had 
withdrawn the park's "mini-zoo" recognition 
due to repeated violations of zoo management 
norms, failure to control the deer population, 
and the lapse of its licence in August 2021.

In November 2025, the Supreme Court had 
paused further translocation and asked the 
CEC to assess key issues, including the park's 
carrying capacity and the condition of
relocated animals.

Why Supreme Court Is

The government has submitted a detailed 
report before the Supreme Court outlining 
a coordinated, multi-agency strategy to 
tackle the growing menace of digital arrest 
scams, proposing measures ranging from 
biometric SIM verification to temporary 
debit holds on suspicious bank accounts.

The report, prepared after consultations with 
multiple stakeholders, urges the court to 
issue directions to key authorities,
i n c l u d i n g t h e D e p a r t m e n t o f
Telecommunications (DoT), Ministry of 
Electronics and Information Technology 
(MeitY), and the Reserve Bank of India 
(RBI), to ensure uniform and time-bound 
implementation of safeguards.

TELECOM REFORMS AND SIM
TRACEABILITY

A major focus of the recommendations, 

submitted by the Attorney General of 
India on behalf of the Centre, is 
tightening telecom controls to curb 
misuse of SIM cards in cyber
fraud.The Centre has called for
expedited implementation of the
Te l e c o m m u n i c a t i o n s ( U s e r
Identification) Rules and the
Biometric Identity Verification
System to ensure national-level
visibility of SIM issuance. Telecom 
service providers have been asked to 
strictly comply with these frameworks and 
cooperate in their rollout.

The report also stresses stronger verification 
and accountability mechanisms for Point 
of Sale (PoS) vendors involved in SIM 
activation, in line with the DoT’s August 
31, 2023 circular. It proposes swift
blocking of suspicious or fraudulent SIM 

cards used in cybercrime cases, including 
digital arrest scams.

Additionally, telecom operators and their 
PoS agents have been asked to extend full 
cooperation to law enforcement agencies 
by enabling real-time sharing of subscriber 
activation details and PoS data during 
investigations.

The Delhi government on Monday said that it has made 

preparations to tackle the ongoing heatwave, with 
department-wise instructions issued to minimise 
hardship for residents. Outlining key measures, the 
government said all DTC buses will be equipped with 
cold water through onboard cool boxes, ensuring that 
commuters can access drinking water whenever 
needed. In addition, water counters will be set up near 
bus shelters, offering free cold water and ORS 
solutions to the public.

Chief Minister Rekha Gupta said the labour department 
has directed all employers to enforce a mandatory rest 
period for workers between 1 pm and 4 pm, protecting 
them from peak heat exposure. Employers have also 
been made responsible for providing drinking water, 
shaded areas and other essential facilities at worksites.

The CM added that children remain the government’s 
top priority. 

Schools have been instructed to ensure adequate 
drinking water, proper ventilation and heat protection 
measures. It is now mandatory to provide every 
student with an ORS drink before dispersal so they are 
better protected during their journey home.

The MCD and PWD have been specifically asked to 
safeguard the health of sanitation workers and 
construction labourers, including halting work during 
peak afternoon hours. She added that the health 
system is on full alert, with hospitals stocked with 
essential medicines and adequate facilities to handle 
any emergency situation.

Ranked in the 351–400 band this year, JNU’s
performance reflects a mixed trajectory. It scored 59.1 
in academic reputation and 49.7 in employer
reputation, along with 65.7 in citations per paper and 
60 in H-index citations—indicators that underscore its 
research strength but also point to a dip from 2025, 
when it was placed in the 251–300 bracket.The decline 
is visible across parameters, including employer 
perception and research impact, even as its
unconventional model continues to draw academic 
recognition.

In contrast, University of Delhi improved its standing, 
moving to the 151–200 band with an academic 
reputation score of 62.8. Meanwhile, National Law 
School of India University was placed in the 201–250 
bracket, registering a strong academic reputation score 
of 71.6. Both institutions had featured in the 201–250 
range in 2025, indicating a reshuffle within India’s 
legal education landscape.The QS subject rankings 
group universities into bands such as 151–200 or 
251–300, indicating a range rather than exact positions 
due to closely clustered scores. Evaluations are based 
on academic and employer reputation, research impact 
through citations and H-index, as well as international 
research collaboration.

Deer Park in south Delhi can continue to 
function as a "mini zoo" only with the 
approval of the Central Zoo Authority (CZA) 
and with a sharply reduced deer population 
capped at 38. The order paves the way for 
relocating the remaining deer to two tiger 
reserves in Rajasthan.

A bench of Justices Vikram Nath and Sandeep 
Mehta said the retention of up to 38 deer at the 
AN Jha Deer Park would be allowed strictly 
subject to necessary approvals from the CZA, 
as recommended by the Central Empowered 
Committee (CEC).

The court also directed the Delhi Development 
Authority (DDA) to upgrade infrastructure, 
logistics, and trained manpower for managing 
the reduced population. It specified that the 
retained deer must have an optimal sex ratio of 
15 males to 23 females.

The bench emphasised that the 10-acre park 
must continue to be maintained as a "protected 
forest", adding that its status must not be 
altered under any circumstances in the future.

The directions came while hearing a plea filed 
by NGO New Delhi Nature Society, which had 
objected to shifting deer from the park to 
Rajasthan's Ramgarh Vishdhari Tiger Reserve 
and Mukundara Hills Tiger Reserve. So far, 
260 deer have already been relocated.

The court had earlier tasked the CEC with 
inspecting the park and the relocation sites. 
The committee backed the translocation, 
noting that the park lacks the capacity to 
sustain a large deer population.

Highlighting animal welfare concerns, the 
bench observed that deer, being wildlife, 
should not be confined to restrictive
enclosures except in exceptional and legally 
justified circumstances.

The CEC also pointed out that the CZA had 
withdrawn the park's "mini-zoo" recognition 
due to repeated violations of zoo management 
norms, failure to control the deer population, 
and the lapse of its licence in August 2021.

In November 2025, the Supreme Court had 
paused further translocation and asked the 
CEC to assess key issues, including the park's 
carrying capacity and the condition of
relocated animals.

Identification) Rules and the
Biometric Identity Verification
System to ensure national-level
visibility of SIM issuance. Telecom 
service providers have been asked to 
strictly comply with these frameworks and 
cooperate in their rollout.

Storm rips through mass wedding, 
36 couples flee mid-ritual

At the onset of summer, a quick spell 

of thunder and showers can lift 
everyone’s mood -- especially in the 
dry, arid regions of Rajasthan. But 
that was not the case 
in Tonk, where
people ran for their 
lives, abandoning a 
mass wedding of 36 
c o u p l e s , a s a
towering dust storm 
swept through the 
ceremony.

So strong was the
storm that it left the 
entire venue in ruins 
wi th in minutes .
T e n t s w e r e
uprooted, and all kinds of materials 
were blown far into nearby fields. 
Items brought for the bride and 
groom were also scattered over long 
distances.While trying to escape, 

several children and women were 
injured after being struck by metal 
pipes from the tent structures.

The whirlwind was followed by 
heavy ra in , d is rupt ing the

celebrations and dampening the 
mood of those attending the mass 
wedding.The venue had been
buzzing with activity since morning 
-- tents up, festivities underway, and 

joy in the air -- as members of the 
Dhakad community gathered in an 
open ground, awaiting the arrival of 
Rajasthan Energy Minister Heeralal 
Nagar. The minister later arrived at 

the event and blessed the 
couples after the storm had 
subsided.

At around 3:30 pm, however, 
the weather suddenly
changed, and strong winds 
quickly turned into a
powerful whirlwind.

R a j a s t h a n h a s b e e n
w i t n e s s i n g u n u s u a l
weather patterns in recent 
days due to western

Will break your legs: Delhi cloud kitchen 
owner vs cops over bribe claims

New Delhi.(Agency)
A 24/7 cloud kitchen in Delhi’s Vasant Kunj 

has alleged that police officers threatened to 
break workers’ legs if the outlet remained 
open after 10 pm and later demanded 
“setting” to allow operations to continue. 
However, the Delhi Police denied any 
misconduct or wrongful intent on the part of 
its officers.Glisco Kitchens owner
Gagandeep Singh Sapra said that despite 
repeated attempts to seek clarity from the 
Delhi Police following an alleged shutdown 
warning during the intervening night of 
Sunday and Monday, he eventually managed 
to establish contact.

However, he claimed the officers sent to assist 
were the same personnel who had earlier 
issued the threat.

“Called 112. They say -- ‘we will send someone 
to help you,’ but the people they send are the 
same people who told us, ‘Taange tod doonga 
teri,’” Sapra wrote in a series of posts detailing 

the alleged harassment.He further alleged that 
officers told him the kitchen’s complaint 
would not be registered and that the only way 
to continue operations was through informal 
payments.“The beat officers who came in the 
PCR gave a simple answer: ‘Aap apni setting 
kar lo jo dena hota hai mahine ka do,’” he 
claimed.

Responding to Gagandeep's tweets, the Delhi 
Police took to X and dismissed the bribery 
allegations, saying, "It is further clarified that 

no misconduct or wrongful intent on the part 
of police personnel has been found."

The Delhi Police added that Gagandeep may 
file a detailed complaint along with
supporting evidence so that the Vigilance 
Department can investigate the matter.

In his post, Gagandeep had alleged that the 
officers who visited him said the cloud 
kitchen’s complaint would not be accepted 
and that the only way to resolve the matter 
was by paying bribes.“The beat officers who 
came in the PCR gave a simple answer: ‘Aap 
apni setting kar lo, hum kuch nahin kar sakte, 
hum chithi bhi nahin lenge aur complaint bhi 
nahin lenge. Aap apni setting karo, jo dena 
hota hai mahine ka do,’” Sapra wrote in the 
thread.In the initial complaint sent by
Harpreet Kaur Sapra on April 27, which was 
allegedly not registered, she said that a few 
individuals wearing Delhi Police uniforms 
entered their kitchen during service hours at 
around 2:30 am and asked them.

New Delhi.(Agency)
The Supreme Court on Monday ruled that the 

Deer Park in south Delhi can continue to 
function as a "mini zoo" only with the 
approval of the Central Zoo Authority (CZA) 
and with a sharply reduced deer population 
capped at 38. The order paves the way for 
relocating the remaining deer to two tiger 
reserves in Rajasthan.

A bench of Justices Vikram Nath and Sandeep 
Mehta said the retention of up to 38 deer at the 
AN Jha Deer Park would be allowed strictly 
subject to necessary approvals from the CZA, 
as recommended by the Central Empowered 
Committee (CEC).

The court also directed the Delhi Development 
Authority (DDA) to upgrade infrastructure, 
logistics, and trained manpower for managing 
the reduced population. It specified that the 
retained deer must have an optimal sex ratio of 
15 males to 23 females.

The bench emphasised that the 10-acre park 
must continue to be maintained as a "protected 
forest", adding that its status must not be 
altered under any circumstances in the future.

The directions came while hearing a plea filed 
by NGO New Delhi Nature Society, which had 
objected to shifting deer from the park to 
Rajasthan's Ramgarh Vishdhari Tiger Reserve 
and Mukundara Hills Tiger Reserve. So far, 
260 deer have already been relocated.

The court had earlier tasked the CEC with 
inspecting the park and the relocation sites. 
The committee backed the translocation, 
noting that the park lacks the capacity to 
sustain a large deer population.

Highlighting animal welfare concerns, the 
bench observed that deer, being wildlife, 
should not be confined to restrictive
enclosures except in exceptional and legally 
justified circumstances.

The CEC also pointed out that the CZA had 
withdrawn the park's "mini-zoo" recognition 
due to repeated violations of zoo management 
norms, failure to control the deer population, 
and the lapse of its licence in August 2021.

In November 2025, the Supreme Court had 
paused further translocation and asked the 
CEC to assess key issues, including the park's 
carrying capacity and the condition of
relocated animals.

Why Supreme Court Is 
Sending Delhi Deer To 

Rajasthan Tiger Reserves

New Delhi.(Agency)
The government has submitted a detailed 
report before the Supreme Court outlining 
a coordinated, multi-agency strategy to 
tackle the growing menace of digital arrest 
scams, proposing measures ranging from 
biometric SIM verification to temporary 
debit holds on suspicious bank accounts.

The report, prepared after consultations with 
multiple stakeholders, urges the court to 
issue directions to key authorities,
i n c l u d i n g t h e D e p a r t m e n t o f
Telecommunications (DoT), Ministry of 
Electronics and Information Technology 
(MeitY), and the Reserve Bank of India 
(RBI), to ensure uniform and time-bound 
implementation of safeguards.

TELECOM REFORMS AND SIM
TRACEABILITY

A major focus of the recommendations, 

submitted by the Attorney General of 
India on behalf of the Centre, is 
tightening telecom controls to curb 
misuse of SIM cards in cyber
fraud.The Centre has called for
expedited implementation of the
Te l e c o m m u n i c a t i o n s ( U s e r
Identification) Rules and the
Biometric Identity Verification
System to ensure national-level
visibility of SIM issuance. Telecom 
service providers have been asked to 
strictly comply with these frameworks and 
cooperate in their rollout.

The report also stresses stronger verification 
and accountability mechanisms for Point 
of Sale (PoS) vendors involved in SIM 
activation, in line with the DoT’s August 
31, 2023 circular. It proposes swift
blocking of suspicious or fraudulent SIM 

cards used in cybercrime cases, including 
digital arrest scams.

Additionally, telecom operators and their 
PoS agents have been asked to extend full 
cooperation to law enforcement agencies 
by enabling real-time sharing of subscriber 
activation details and PoS data during 
investigations.

Survival plan amid scorching 
summer: Mandatory midday 
rest for workers, cold water in 
DTC buses

New Delhi.(Agency)
The Delhi government on Monday said that it has made 

preparations to tackle the ongoing heatwave, with 
department-wise instructions issued to minimise 
hardship for residents. Outlining key measures, the 
government said all DTC buses will be equipped with 
cold water through onboard cool boxes, ensuring that 
commuters can access drinking water whenever 
needed. In addition, water counters will be set up near 
bus shelters, offering free cold water and ORS 
solutions to the public.

Chief Minister Rekha Gupta said the labour department 
has directed all employers to enforce a mandatory rest 
period for workers between 1 pm and 4 pm, protecting 
them from peak heat exposure. Employers have also 
been made responsible for providing drinking water, 
shaded areas and other essential facilities at worksites.

The CM added that children remain the government’s 
top priority. 

Schools have been instructed to ensure adequate 
drinking water, proper ventilation and heat protection 
measures. It is now mandatory to provide every 
student with an ORS drink before dispersal so they are 
better protected during their journey home.

The MCD and PWD have been specifically asked to 
safeguard the health of sanitation workers and 
construction labourers, including halting work during 
peak afternoon hours. She added that the health 
system is on full alert, with hospitals stocked with 
essential medicines and adequate facilities to handle 
any emergency situation.

Meanwhile, Gautam Budh Nagar administration has 
stepped in to safeguard students. The district
magistrate revised school timings for all institutions 
in Noida, shifting classes to early morning between 
7:30 am and 12:30 pm to minimise exposure of 
students to extreme temperatures.

Jawaharlal Nehru University has secured a place in the 

QS World University Rankings 2026 for Law and 
Legal Studies despite not having a dedicated Faculty of 
Law or offering core LLB and LLM programmes.

Instead, the university’s presence in the rankings rests on 
its research-driven approach through the Centre for the 
Study of Law and Governance, where legal studies 
intersect with public policy, governance and
interdisciplinary inquiry.

Ranked in the 351–400 band this year, JNU’s
performance reflects a mixed trajectory. It scored 59.1 
in academic reputation and 49.7 in employer
reputation, along with 65.7 in citations per paper and 
60 in H-index citations—indicators that underscore its 
research strength but also point to a dip from 2025, 
when it was placed in the 251–300 bracket.The decline 
is visible across parameters, including employer 
perception and research impact, even as its
unconventional model continues to draw academic 
recognition.

In contrast, University of Delhi improved its standing, 
moving to the 151–200 band with an academic 
reputation score of 62.8. Meanwhile, National Law 
School of India University was placed in the 201–250 
bracket, registering a strong academic reputation score 
of 71.6. Both institutions had featured in the 201–250 
range in 2025, indicating a reshuffle within India’s 
legal education landscape.The QS subject rankings 
group universities into bands such as 151–200 or 
251–300, indicating a range rather than exact positions 
due to closely clustered scores. Evaluations are based 
on academic and employer reputation, research impact 
through citations and H-index, as well as international 
research collaboration.

Indian institutions show improved standing
University of Delhi is placed in the 151–200 band, 

showing improved standing, while National Law 
School of India University ranks in the 201–250 band 
with a strong academic reputation among global law 
institutions.

Connaught Place assault victim’s 
father calls for probe into friend’s role

NEW DELHI: The father of 36-year-old businessman Shivam Gupta, who was allegedly assaulted by 
three delivery boys with a helmet in Connaught Place last month and later died, has demanded an 
investigation into the role of his son’s friend, alleging that he was present throughout the incident and 
repeatedly misled the family.

Anil Kumar Gupta, father of the deceased, told media that his son had gone out with his friend 
Pankaj on January 2. “They had a party, but I had no knowledge of where they went or who took them 
there. I only found out when I saw the CCTV footage. When I asked Pankaj how he knew, he said the 
police had called him. How would the police get Pankaj’s number?” Anil said. In the footage, Pankaj is 
clearly seen with Shivam.

“He kept misleading me. He knew everything about the attack. The footage showed that Pankaj was 
with him. Every time he met someone, he gave different statements to everyone,” the father added. 
The incident took place on the intervening night of January 2–3. Shivam had gone to Connaught Place 
with a friend. An altercation reportedly broke out between him and some delivery boys near E-Block, 
during which he was attacked with a helmet.
